1/535/2019.—Whereas,the Pune Metropolitan Region
Development Authority in accordance with the provisions of Section 60 (1) of the Maharashtra Regional
and Town Planning Act, 1966 (hereinafter referred to as "the said Act") declared its intention to
prepare.—

(1) Wadachiwadi Draft Town Planning Scheme No. 2,
(2) Aautade-Handewadi Draft Town Planning Scheme No. 3,
(3) Holkarwadi Draft Town Planning Scheme Nos. 4 & 5

(heteinafter referred to as "the said Schemes") by its Authority's Resolution No. 03, dated
30th January 2018 in accordance with the provisions of Section 61 of the said Act. It was necessary
to publish the said notice within 30 days in the Official Government Gazette from the date of its
Resolution. However, since this notice was not published within the prescribed time limit of 30 days,
the legal procedure was not complied with. Hence, the said notice has lapsed ;

and whereas, the Pune Metropolitan Region Development Authority vide its Resolution No.1,
dated 17th November 2018 has resolved its intention to prepare the said Schemes in accordance
with the provisions of Section 60 (7) of the said Act and published a declaration to that effect in
the Maharashtra Government Gazette, Extra-Ordinary Part-l, Pune Division Supplement, dated
20th November 2018 on page 1 and in the newspapers daily Lokmat and Hindustan Times on
19th November 2018 in Marathi and English respectively ;

and whereas, Government of Maharashtra in Urban Development Department vide Notification
No. TPS-1817/CR-173/17/UD-13, dated 18th January 2018 declared the Pune Metropolitan Area as
Notified Area under sub-section (1), (d) of Section 40 of the said Act and appoint Pune Metropolitan
Region Development Authority as "Special Planning Authority" from the date of its establishment
(dated 31st March 2015) ;

and whereas, the Pune Metropolitan Region Development Authority after consulting with the
Director of Town Planning, Maharashtra State, Pune has prepared the Town Planning Scheme in
accordance with the provisions of the said Act. And Rules thereunder and the Director of Town
Planning, Maharashtra State, Pune has communicated their opinion vide letter dated 2nd April 2019
to the publication of the said Draft Town Planning Schemes under Section 61 (1) of the said Act.

Now, therefore under the provision of Section 61 (1) of the said Act, the said Draft Town Planning
Schemes are published in the office of the Pune Metropolitan Region Development Authority on this
day 14th June 2019 vide its Authority Resolution No. 1.

A copy of the said schemes and plans thereof are kept open for inspection by the public during
office hours on all working days in the office of the Pune Metropolitan Region Development Authority.
A copy of the plan and Scheme book of the said schemes or part thereof can be obtained after
payment of prescribed fees.

In accordance with the provision of Section 67 of the said Act, if within thirty (30) days from
the date of publication of this notice in the Maharashtra Government Gazette, any person affected
by the said schemes, communicates in writing any objections and/or suggestions relating to the said
draft scheme to the Metropolitan Commissioner and Chief Executive Officer, Pune Metropolitan Region
Development Authority having its office at S. Nos. 152-153, Maharaja Sayajirao Gaikwad Udyog Bhavan,
Aundh, Pune-411 067, the Authority shall consider the same and modify the said scheme under
Section 67 of the said Act, as it thinks fit before sanctioning the said draft scheme under Section
68 (1) of the said Act.
