Notification
Maharashtra Regional and Town Planning Act, 1966

No. TPS-1821/221/CR-43/2021/UD-13.—Whereas, the Government of Maharshtra in Urban
Develoment Department, in exercise of the powers conferred by Section 113 (1) of the Maharashtra
Regional and Town Planning Act, 1966 (hereinafter referred to as "the said Act") vide Notification
No.RPP-1170/16319/RPC-I, dated 14th March 1972, has designated certain area, as specifically
described in the Schedule appended to this notification, as site for the the Pimpri-Chinchwad New Town
Development Authority (hereinafter referred to as "the said New Town Area") and for acquiring, developing
and disposing of lands in the said New Town Area, the Pimpri-Chinchwad New Town Development
Authority (hereinafter referred to as "the said New Town Development Authority") has been constituted
under Section 113 (2) of the said Act vide Notification No.RPP-1170/16319/ RPC-Il, dated 14th March
1972;

and whereas, vide Governement Notification No.PCN-1697/934/CR-89/UD-22, dated 15th November
1997, some area under the planning control of Pimpri-Chichwad New Town Development Authority has
been brought under the planning control of Pimpri-Chichwad Municipal Corporation. Also, in exercise
of the powers conferred by Section 113 (8) with Section 154 (1) of the said Act, directives has been
issued vide Governement Notification No.TPS-1819/CR.167/19/UD-13, dated 13th March 2019 that,
except lands owned by the said New Town Development Authority, which are to developed by the said
authority, Pimpri-Chichwad Municipal Corporation will exercise the powers of the Planning Authority for
remaining area ;

and whereas, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (c) of the Article 243-P of the
Constitution of India and by clause (c) of Section 2 of the Maharashtra Metropolitan Planning Committee
(Constitution and Functions) Act, 1999, the Government of Maharashtra in Urban Develoment Department
vide Notification No.TPS-1899/1191/CR-80/ 99/UD-13, dated 23rd July 1999, declared some area around
Pune City, as the "Pune Metropolitan Area" for the purpose of Part IX-A of the Constitution of India;

and whereas, in exercise of the powers conferred by sections 41A, 42C and 42F of the said Act,
the Government of Maharashtra vide Notification No.TPS-1815/1204/13/CR-87/15/UD-13, dated 31st
March 2015 declared the Pune Metropolitan Area as a "Pune Metropolitan Region Development Area,
under Section 42A of the said Act and thereof constituted "Pune Metropolitan Area Region Development
Authority" (hereinafter referred to as "the said Area Development Authority"), for this declared area ;
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and whereas, Government of Maharashtra vide Notification dated 4th December 2015, has extended
the limits and revised the limits of Pune Metroplitan Region Area. Also, vide Notification dated 10th
February 2016, Government has further extended the limits and revised the limits of Pune Metroplitan
Region Area (hereinafter referred to as "the said Metropolitan Area");

and whereas, the Government of Maharashtra has promulgated the Maharashtra Metropolitan
Region Development Authority Ordinance, 2016 (Mah. Ord. XI of 2016) (hereinafter referred to as "the
said Ordinance") on 13th June 2016, to provide for establishment of the Authorities for certain areas
declared as Metropolitan Areas under clause (c) of Section 2 of the Maharashtra Metropolitan Planning
Committees (Constitute and Functions) (Continuatioin of Provisions) Act, 1999 (Mah. V of 2000), for the
purpose of co-ordinating and supervising the proper orderly and rapid development of the said area in
such regions and of executing projects and schemes for such development, and to provide for connected
therewith or incidental thereto; which is thereafter converted into the Maharashtra Metropolitan Region
Development Authority Act, 2016 (Mah. Act 3 of 2017);

and whereas, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of Section 3 of the said
Ordinance and Section 42-A, 42-C, 42-F, of the said act, vide Government in Urban Development
Department Notification No.PRD-3316/CR-54/UD-7, dated 11th July 2016, Pune Metropolitan Region
Development Authority has been established for the said Metropolitan Area, more specifically described
in the Schedule appended thereto (hereinafter referred to as "the said Region Development Authority")
and above mentioned notifications dated 31st March 2015, dated 4th December 2015 and dated 10th
February 2016 has been rescinded;

and whereas, for proper and well planned development of the said Metropolitan Area, in exercise
of the powers conferred by Section 40 (1) (d) of the said act, the Government in Urban Development
Department, vide Notification No. TPS-1817/CR-173/17/UD-13, dated 18th January 2018, has specified
the area, more specifically described in the Schedule appended thereto, to be the "Notified Area"
for Pune Metropolitan Region Development Authority and appointed Pune Metropolitan Region
Development Authority as Special Planning Authority for such notified area from the date of its
establishment i.e. 31st March 2015;

and whereas, as decided in the meeting dated 17th December 2020, the said Region Development
Authority has submmited the proposal vide letter No.47, dated 2nd February 2021 to the Government,
to desolve the said New Town Development Authority and to merge in the said Region Development
Authority;

and whereas, after necessary enquries, the Governement is of opinion that, the said New Town
Development Authority should be desolved and should be merged in the said Region Development
Authority;

and whereas, the State Cabinet in the meeting dated 5th May 2021 vide Subject No. 10 has
decided to desolve the said New Town Development Authority and merge in the said Region Development
Authority, on certain conditions;

Now therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by Section 40(7B) and Section 160 and
Section 161 of the said Act, the Government of Maharashtra hereby declares that.—

" Pimpri-Chichwad New Town Development Authority is dissolved from date of publication of this
notification in the official gazzette and ceased to function from this date, in relation to area of the new
town.

The conditions / points, regarding this proposal are as below.—

(1) All movable and immovable properties and liabilities of the Pimpri-Chichwad New Town
Development Authority will vest in the state government through Urban Development Department and
thereafter such properties and liabilities will be vested in to the Pune Metropolitan Region Development
Authority as well as Pimpri-Chichwad Municipal Corporation, as per the provisions of section 161 of the
said Act.
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(2) As per the provisions of the Section 161 of the said Act, properties, funds and dues are vested
in with Pune Metropolitan Region Developmnet Authority and ownership and possession of the plots
leased out by Pimpri-Chichwad New Town Development Authority and developed plots, plots under
public amenities reservations and encroached plots in Pimpri-Chinchwad Municipal limits, is transfered
to Pimpri-Chinchwad Municipal Corporation. The liabilities in respect of the properties, which will be
transferred to Pune Metropolitan Region Development Authority and Pimpri-Chichwad Municipal
Corporation, will be transferred to the Pune Metropolitan Region Developmnet Authority and Pimpri-
Chichwad Municipal Corporation, respectively. The plot for Government Rest House, admeasuring
about 2.5 acres to 3.0 acres at Chinchwad is to be transferred to the Government at nominal cost of
Rs.1, which will be temporarily in the possession of the Pune Metropolitan Region Development Authority.

(3) Total area of Sector No. 5 and 8-Pune International Exhibition and Convention Centre, Sector
Nos. 9, 11, 12 and Bhosari Central District Centre, in the said New Town Development Authority is
375.90 Ha., out of which contiguous area available for allotment / development for various purposes is
223.89 Ha. The Pune Metropolitan Region Development Authority is being appointed as Special Planning
Authority, under Section 40 (1B) of the said Act, for the entire area of 375.90 Ha. As per the provisions
of Section 40 (5) of the said Act, the propsals of the sanctioned Development Plan of the Pimpri-
Chinchwad New Town Development Authority will remain in force till the proposals submitted by the
Special Planning Authority are sanctioned by the Government under Section 115 of the said Act.

(4) The Pimpri-Chinchwad Municipal Corporation is being appointed as Special Planning Authority,
under Section 40 (1B) of the said Act, for the remaining area, excluding the areas mentioned in point
No. 3 above, under jurisdiction / planning control of the Pimpri-Chinchwad New Town Development
Authority. As per the provisions of Section 40 (5) of the said Act, the propsals of the sanctioned
Development Plan of the Pimpri-Chinchwad New Town Developmnet Authority will remain in force till
the proposals submitted by the Special Planning Authority are sanctioned by the Government, under
Section 115 of the said Act.

(5) Now Unified Development Control and Promotion Regulations is in force for Pimpri-Chichwad
Municipal Corporation and the Pimpi-Chichwad New Town Development Authority. So the total building
potential including premium FSI/ TDR will be uniformly permmissible. There will be no disparity in the
same and also in building potential. In this situation, there will be no need for the Pimpri-Chinchwad
Municipal Corporation to obtain No Objection Certificate from the Pune Metroplitan Region Development
Authority for difference in FSI and to allow premium FSI/ TDR.

(6) Considering the points Nos. 1 and 2 above, as per the Land Disposal Policy of the Pimpri-
Chinchwad New Town Development Authority, the powers to recover the lease rent, all charges like
additional premium etc. and liabilities of judiciary claim and also to take action on 12.5 per cent land
return policy, are entrusted to Pune Metroplitan Region Development Authority and Pimpri-Chinchwad
Municipal Corporation respectively, for the properties transferred to Pune Metroplitan Region Development
Authority and Pimpri-Chinchwad Municipal Corporation, under Section 161 of the said Act.

(7) The offices, merchantile buildings, residential buildings, cash / deposits and other investments
of Pimpri-Chinchwad New Town Development Authority should be transferred to Pune Metropolitan
Region Development Authority. The plots developed and alloted by Pimpri-Chinchwad New Town
Development Authority and amenity plots, which are already transferred to Pimpri-Chichwad Municipal
Corporation for management, all should be transferred to Pimpri-Chinchwad Municipal Corporation and
all other properties should be transfered to Pune Metropolitan Region Development Authority.

(8) The employees of Pimpri-Chinchwad New Town Development Authority will be transferred to
Pune Metropolitan Region Development Authority. But, the employees on deputation will be sent to their
respective departments. The Pune Metropolitan Region Development Authority and Pimpri-Chinchwad
Municipal Corporation can avail their services back as per their requirements. Notwithstanding this, for
easy operation of the transfer, the officers on deputation will continue to work with Pune Metropolitan
Region Development Authority for six months from date of dissolution of Pimpri-Chichwad New Town
Development Authority and all expenses will be borne by the Pune Metropolitan Region Development
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Authority. Regarding services of the employees of Pimpri-Chinchwad New Town Development Authority,
which are transferred to Pune Metropolitan Region Development Authority, it will be necessary to
secure their terms, emoluments etc. and for unwilling employees, VRS option should be made available.

(9) The Motropolitan Commissioner, Pune Metropolitan Region Development Authority is authorized
to take further action in relation to the merger of Pimpri-Chinchwad New Town Development Authority
with Pune Metropolitan Region Development Authority.

The Plans showing boundaries of the above areas are kept open for inspection by the Public at
the following offices in office time on all working days.

(1) The Metropolitan Commissioner, Pune Metropolitan Regional Development Authority, Pune.
(2) The Commissioner, Pimpri-Chinchwad Municipal Corporation, Pimpri, Pune.
(3) The Joint Director of Town Planning, Pune Division, Pune.
(4) Assistant Director of Town Planning, Pune Branch, Pune.
